   On behalf of all the authors, I would like to submit the manuscript entitled, “Bank Financing and Firm Growth: The Role of Islamic Bank Financing” to be considered for publication as an original article in IJEFI. 
Due to the importance of bank financing in developing countries such as Jordan, it’s expected that this type of financing to play a vital role in growth of businesses. However, this role is highly dependent on the financial system in the country, especially, the banking system. Although the banking system is classified by IMF as a well-developed system, there is a lack in the studies investigated the growth rate of Jordanian firms and the role of the banking sector in supporting these firms. Also, the banking system in Jordan is dual banking system (Islamic and Conventional), which allows firms to acquire bank financing from different types of commercial banks (Islamic and non-Islamic banks). Hence, in this manuscript, the authors investigated the effect of these types of financing on the growth of firms in Jordan. The finding revealed that the implementation of either type of bank financing, be it Islamic and/or conventional, affect the growth of the firms. The study observed that Islamic bank financing had a more significant effect on the growth of the firms. Following the results of this study, stakeholders, managers, and investors are expected to change their views on Islamic bank financing, which is currently viewed as a part of religious practice. It may lead to the utilization of Islamic bank financing by firms. We believe these findings will be of special interest to the readers of IJEFI.
